DLP policy templates aren't yet supported for Fabric DLP policies. When creating a DLP policy for Fabric,
choose the "custom policy" option.

DLP policies for Fabric aren't supported for sample semantic models, streaming datasets, or semantic
models that connect to their data source via DirectQuery or live connection.

DLP policies for Fabric apply only on data in Lakehouse Tables/ folder stored in Delta format.

DLP policies for Fabric support all the primitive Delta types except timestamp_ntz.
